Stella Thebridge, qualified librarian, experienced researcher and writer, and WLHS 
member, will talk about the history of Holy Trinity Church from its founding in 1250 to 
the present day.  One of only a small number of parish churches to be Grade 1 listed, 
Holy Trinity displays its rich heritage through stained glass, memorials, unique  
woodwork and glorious painted ceilings.  It also houses the tomb of Sutton  
Coldfield's most famous son, John Vesey, Bishop of Exeter.    

The venue has a small car park, is close to the railway station and is accessible for 
wheelchair users.  Refreshments are included in the price. 
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
